i. Exchange students of local and foreign schools must have an equivalent level of education (for example,
those studying for a bachelor’s degree may only apply for DILA’s bachelor’s program).
ii. Exchange length must be at least one semester and no more than one academic year.

Application Deadline: ~ April 30, 2021
Eligibility

1) The applicant’s current area of study and degree level must correspond to the department of our institute

that is being applied for.
2) Chinese language proficiency: the applicant should meet one of the following requirements: -

i. Equivalent to CEFR language proficiency indicator Al (entry level) in Chinese language proficiency.
ii. Formal Chinese language training in the home country for more than one year.
